To return a LSP to standby mode

These are the steps to put a LSP back into standby mode and recover a site from LSP operation.

1. Ping the IP address of the LSP server (S8300,S8500)

2. Telnet to the Sat terminal side of the server and login… (Definity prompt port 5023)
3. Once you have command prompt do… list con all… you should see no board for all devices

4. If you see Board info in above step Machine is in LSP mode…

5. To return server to standby you must run the command… reset system 4… and enter

6. this will reset the S series server and put it back into LSP standby mode.

7. you can then telnet back into the server and do step 3 to verify that there is no equipment registered to the server and all call processing has been given to Master Server.

8. to verify Master server has taken control you telnet and login to the master server port 5023

9. do a display LSP to see if the LSP server is registered to the Master Server

10. do… list con all… you should see board info for every slot and board…

11. if you see no board for any equipment it is not talking and will be going into LSP standalone mode.

12. you must go and login to the LSP server and do a reset system 4
